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Request for a conditional Use permit for the placement of more than fifty cubic yards of fill for
the purpose of constructing a driveway in the Shoreland District. The property is zoned
Agricultural and Shoreland and is located in the NE % of Section 19, Jamestown Township.

To place in excess of fifty cubic yards of fill to construct a driveway for a single family
dwelling in a Shoreland District.

Legal Description
That part of the Government Lots 2 and 3 in Section 19, and that part of the East 20.00 acres of the East Half of the
Northwest Quarter of Section 19, all in Township 109 North Range 25 West, Blue Earth County, Minnesota, described as:

Beginning at the most westerly corner of Lot 8, Block One, Williwaw Knolls Subdivision, according to the plat thereof on
file and of record with the Blue Earth County Recorder; thence North 54 degrees 34 minutes 29 seconds West, (Minnesota
County Coordinate System — Blue Earth County Zone — HARN NAD&3 — 1996), along the northwesterly extension of the
southwesterly line of said Lot 8, the same being the southerly right of way line of Jessica Drive according to said plat of
Williwaw Knolls Subdivision, a distance of 155.52 feet; thence North 89 degrees 29 minutes 22 seconds West, along said
right of way line and its westerly extension, a distance of 333.19 feet to the point of intersection with the west line of the
East 20 acres of the East Half of the Northwest Quarter of said Section 19; thence South 00 degrees 02 minutes 28 seconds
East, along said west line, 1643.85 feet to the southwest corner of said East 20 acres; thence North 89 degrees 34 minutes
15 seconds East, along the East — West center line of said Section 19, a distance of 333.17 feet to the Center of said Section
19; thence continuing North 89 degrees 36 minutes 01 seconds East, along said East — West center line, 151.23 feet to the
southwest corner of the West 3 acres of the East 13 acres, South of the outlet of George Lake of said Government Lot 3;

center line, 700 feet, more or less, to a point on the westerly water’s edge of George Lake; thence northerly, along said
water’s edge, 550 feet, more or less, to the point of intersection with the southwesterly line of Lot 8, Block One, Williwaw
Knolls Subdivision; thence North 54 degrees 34 minutes 29 seconds West, along said southwesterly line, 900 feet, more or
less, to the point of beginning. Containing 31 acres, more or less.

Project Description - . .
In order to construct a driveway to serve the intended home, the applicant needs to place
approximately 750 to 1,000 cubic yards of fill. The project is in a Shoreland Zoned District.
However, the placement of fill would be no closer than 450 feet to the ordinary high water
mark of Lake George. The county code requires a conditional use permit for the placement of
more than 50 cubic yards of fill in a shoreland zoning district. The applicant has hired Forrey
Excavating to do the dirt work for the project. Mr. Forrey has indicated that less than one acre
of topsoil will be disturbed. Therefore, an MPCA Stormwater Permit is not required.

Access
The proposed driveway will have access to and from Jessica Drive, a Township Road.
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Existing Land Use, 1/4 Mile
North: Jessica Drive, one residence with a feedlot, hay ground and CSAH 2.
South: Wetland and woodland. |
East: Lake George
West: Wetland, hay ground and one residence.

Land Use Plan

The proposal does not conflict with the Land Use Plan.

Township Review
At the time this report was written, no comment had been received from the Township.

Wetland Review
The County Wetland Specialist has indicated that no wetlands will be affected by the proposal.

Opinions

1. That the use conforms to the Land Use Plan.

2. That with proper management, the use will not degrade the water quality of the County.

3. That with proper management, the use will not adversely increase the quantity of water
runoff.

4. That soil conditions are adequate to accommodate the use.

5. That the use does not create a potential pollution hazard.

6. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been
provided.

7. That the Conditional Use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other

property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted.

8. That the Conditional Use will not impede the normal and orderly development and
improvement of surrounding vacant property for the predominant uses in the area.

9. That adequate measures have been or will be taken to prevent or control offensive odor,
fumes, dust, noise, and vibration, so that none of these will constitute a nuisance, and to
control lighted signs and other lights in such a manner that no disturbance to
neighboring properties will result.

10.  The intensity of the use is not greater than the intensity of the surrounding land uses.
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Recommendations
Staff recommends approval of the request contingent upon the following:

1. That the project shall be completed prior to the end of the 2009 construction season.
This shall include the final placement of fill and final grading. If a vegetative cover
crop is not established prior to the end of the 2009 construction season, adequate
erosion control measures shall be implemented. Prior to October 1%, 2010, the applicant
shall have established a permanent cover crop that may include a grass or legume mix
or a suitable wildflower mix.

2. That adequate erosion control is maintained throughout the project. This may include,
but is not limited to, temporary seeding, silt fencing, placement of fiber blanket,
mulching, staked straw or hay bales etc.

3. That if needed, a culvert is included with the plan to prevent flooding and/or to prevent
any negative impact on surrounding wetlands.
